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National Broadband Plan proposes slower speeds for rural areas

hat would happen if the federal

government decided that city roads,
bridges, and infrastructure should be better
constructed and more efficient than the
roads in rural America? Whatif policymakers
determined that urban consumers should be
able to get where they are going and get what
they need faster than rural consumers? A new
government plan intends to make that true
of our nation’s information superhighway—
the Internet. And while it’s not the highway
we drive on, rural consumers should still be
very concerned.

The Federal Communications Commission
(FCC) has crafted a plan to make broadband
Internet access universally available.
Reliable, high speed broadband has become
the essential service of today, like electricity
and telephone service were decades ago.

The
Internet enables farmers to monitor weather
patterns and ranchers to buy and sell livestock
in markets far from home.

Landline phones are crucial when you have a 911 emergency. Why take the risk?

or those people disconnecting their

landline phones in favor of cell phone
only service, dialing 911 may no longer mean
a quick response. In fact, dialing 911 from
a cell phone can lead to misrouted calls,
delayed information about the location of
the caller and, most important, a slower
emergency response.

According to David Aylward, Director of
Comcare Emergency Response Alliance, a
non-profitadvocacygroup. “Lots of peopleare
dying each year. Were sending in responders
where they dont know information about
the person they are responding to. Were
sending them in looking for someone when
they should know where they are exactly.”
911 WAS BUILT FOR LANDLINES

The nation’s 911 emergency response
system was built over 40 years ago on the

expectation that calls for help would come

from landline phones. Although cell phone

users always assume they are going to be
located, that’s not always the case.

Even the most advanced 911 systems
don't allow a dispatcher to get a specific
street address from a wireless 911 call. In
most, but not all, cases, the dispatcher can
see the location of the closest tower, but
then they must request the caller's GPS

coordinates from the tower. This can take

valuable time, and may give them a location
that is as far as 300 meters from the caller
— not very helpful when the caller needs
help immediately.

In 7% of our nation’s 911 areas, dispatchers
can only get the location of the tower, and
not the GPS coordinates. Therefore, callers
in these areas are unlikely to get emergency
service unless they can tell an operator
where they are.

MISROUTING IS ALSO COMMON

Inadditionto delayed emergencyresponse,
cell phone calls are often misrouted to the
wrong 911 center. Unlike landline calls,
wireless calls can hit the wrong tower,
creating even more of a delay.

Atjust$12.00 orless amonth (notincluding
taxes or fees), keeping your landline phone
is cheap insurance against a true emergency!
